REMARKS:

1.  This license is prepared IAW with Chapter 14, Peacetime Operations (as applicable), of DA PAM 385-64, Ammunition and Explosives Safety Standard.  The Restricted Area Decree (RAD) is still valid as per the attached  per USAREUR memorandum dated 18 Mar 99.  The blast and fragmentation arcs are within RAD Zone 4 as marked on the site map provided

2.  Unit will conduct a comprehensive safety briefing prior to commencing upload operations.

3. All timbering operations must be terminated while ammunition is stored in the BLSA and during upload operations. The unit must contact the 279th BSB Safety Manager, Mr. Peter Stroehlein, at 469-7527, 24 hours in advance of planned explosives upload operations so that timber operations in the BLSA can be terminated. 

4.  This license is provided for exclusive use in support  of contingency operations and is valid from 15 Mar 99 to 15 August 1999, unless terminated earlier.

5.  This license supersedes all previous explosives safety licenses. 

6.  Unit will upload vehicles IAW with the attached ammo site map #1.  This map identifies vehicle upload sites 1, 2, 3A, 3B, and 4.  This map also identifies separation distances that are required between each site.

7.  The upload sites shall consist of the following:  

      Site 1.  Ammunition: D532, D533, D540, D541.

      Site 2.  Ammunition: N285, N286, N464, N523, A576

      Site 3.  Ammunition: D505, D510, D563, D579, D544, D864

      Site 4.  Ammunition: D528

8.  Unit will park uploaded vehicles IAW map #2.  This map identifies parking locations and required separation distances between parking areas.  Each parking area will meet the following requirements:

      a.  Each parking area is 20 meters in length.

      b.  Each parking area will park two systems (two Palidins and two FAASVs).  Vehicles will be parked side-by-              side.

9.  Unit must have an upload SOP on site.
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
