101 Critical Days Of Summer Briefing:  36 Power Point Slide Presentation that address a variety of summer safety subjects that pertain to on and off-duty activities such as traffic safety, recreational safety, home safety, water safety and more.

2.
101 Critical Days of Summer for the Big Red One:  43 Power Point Slides with notes that address glowing USAREUR and 1 ID fatal accident statistics, a look back at past accidents and their causes, traffic safety, recreational safety, home safety, water safety and more.

3.
101 Critical Days of Summer Briefing Guide:  26-page summer safety guide packed with a variety of valuable summer safety training information.  The guide is designed for short summer safety briefs at soldier formations or during open discussion at staff calls.

Authorized Swimming Areas:  Provides information on authorized swimming areas for the 417th BSB; 280th BSB; 235th BSB; and the 279th BSB.

5.
Swim and Sun Safety Brief:  3- slide Power Point Presentation on recommended tips on how to stay safe around the water and when out in the sun. 

6.
Swimming and Boating Safety:  41-slide Power Point Presentation provided by the Red Cross on safety tips to remember for swimming and boating.

Risk Management Approach to Water Safety:  9-Slide Power Point Presentation on risk management considerations before participating in water related recreation.

8.
Alcohol and Behavior:  1 page Information sheet that provides a good snap shot on the effects of alcohol on individuals based on the number of drinks consumed.  Provides the reader with an idea of how different numbers of drinks in one hour's time would affect the average person based on a standard serving.  

9 Alcohol, Vision and Driving: A 2 page information sheet that vividly describes the effect of alcohol on a driver or walkers physical response.

Alcohol:  2 page information sheet that descriptively addresses the issue of binge drinking. Binge drinking is the consumption of large amounts of alcohol in a very short period of time. Binge drinking can cause alcohol poisoning, which can be fatal.

13. DUI Post Accident Slide Presentation:  Very graphic reminder that drinking and driving can kill or maim.

Ever Wonder Why DUI is Illegal? : Very graphic 16 slide presentation that answers the question.

Household Safety: Addresses fire safety in the kitchen and riding and push    mower safety tips and accident potentials.

Lightning Safety:  4 information sheets and 1 Power Point Presentation that provides Safety tips to help prevent getting struck by lightning while outdoors.

Motorcycle Safety: Provided is an array of various information papers on safe helmets, fatal motorcycle crash facts, fatal motorcycle accident statistics and other motorcycle accident prevention information. POV Accident Prevention Information:  Provided here is POV related information that focuses on the promotion of seat belt usage; pre-trip checklist; pre-trip briefing guide; POV Checklist; and the POV Tool Box and ACS’s 6 Point POV Program.

Sports Injury Prevention:  Provides an assortment of safety tips to follow when hiking, jogging, skating or even participating high-risk sports related activities.

Heat Injury Prevention:  A 3 Slide Power Point Presentation that discusses signs and symptoms of heat related sickness and the necessary first aid measures to implement.
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
