3rd Quarter BRO Command Safety Stand–Down 

Training Topics And Course Descriptions

IAW 3d Qtr. Training Guidance, all Divisional units must conduct a Unit Safety Stand -Down during the 3d Qtr of FY 02.

Purpose: To provide Divisional units time to step back from the mission and focus attention on, on and off-duty accident prevention. Soldiers are provided with a wide variety of safety training material that is specifically tailored to enhance safety awareness and reduce current accident trends in the Division. 
Focus: The primary focus for this training is Privately Owned Vehicles (POV), Army Motor Vehicles (AMV), and summer safety accident prevention.  This dedicated training time should be used to reflect on and access unit safety processes; review and evaluate possible leadership failures that might have contributed to past accident, and implement corrective measures to prevent future accidents in your unit. 

Goal:  To protect the mission, soldiers, their family members, and civilians from unnecessary accident, serious injury or fatal accidents through proactive safety training and education, and leader involvement. 

Web Site: Safety training material is provided to you on CD format.  Soldiers can also access the training information on the 1ID Safety Web Site at http://www.1id.army.mil/Safety/home.htm     

A.  Off–Duty Safety:

1. 101 Critical Days of Summer:  Power point presentation and brochure on summer safety accident prevention information such as drinking and driving, water safety, boating, and a variety of other summer educational material.

2. Lightning Safety:  Provide a short brief on how to protect yourself from lightning while camping outdoors. 

3. Off-Duty Safety:  Features a power point presentation on off-duty safety with instructor’s guide and student guide.  The material covers a wide variety of safety topics to choose from.  Barbecue Safety is also included in the package.

4. POV Safety Brief:  Features a power point presentation on POV safety created by the US Army Safety Center.  The briefing includes an instructor’s guide and student guide.  In addition we have provided the Division POV fatal accident statistics for FY 01 and first quarter of FY 02.  Fatal accident vignettes are included.

5. Sports Injury Accident Prevention:  Features a wide variety of accident prevention information on methods to reduce the potential for sports injuries. 

6. Web Site Safety Information:  Features valuable web sites that are available to gain access to individual and leader risk assessments, POV Tool Box and Leader’s Guide.

7.  Water Safety:  Features power point presentation on water safety with instructor and student guide.  Local authorized swimming locations are also included.  However, be on the safe side, always check the to ensure that your selected location is safe for swimming.

B.  On–Duty Safety:

1. Accident Causation:  Features power point slide presentation that focuses on the root causes of accident.  Instructor and student guides are provided.

2. AMV Accident Prevention:  Features a power point slide presentation on AMV accident prevention.  Instructor’s guide and student guides are included.

3. Convoy Chain Teaching Package and Script:  Features a power point presentation provided by V Corps Safety.  The presentation addresses procedures for safe convoy movement.  Other sources of information are the V Corps Safety SOP and USAREUR 385-15. 

4. Ground Guide Presentation:  Power point slide presentation on proper procedures to follow when ground guiding. 

5.  Rail Operations:  Power point presentation on railhead safety and train crew safety procedures.

6.  Risk Management Presentation:  US Army Safety Center power point presentation that focuses on the five steps of risk management and procedures for implementation.  Instructor’s guide, students guide, risk management work sheet, and PEs are included with the presentation.

7. On- Duty Fatal Accident Vignettes:  Pictures of on-duty accidents that have occurred in the Division since 2000.

8. OSHA Forklift General Training and Requirements:  Features standards for training and safe operation of forklifts.  The material includes: Forklift stability information; sample training module; sample forklift test; sample forklift inspection checklist; summary of fatal accidents with forklifts; frequently asked questions about forklifts, and sample test for forklift operators.

9.  Heat Injury Prevention:  Power point presentation that focuses on prevention of heat injuries and first aid treatment.  Three slides.

10.  Safety Alerts:  Currently published safety alerts for on and off-duty accidents.

11. V Corps Commander’s Safety Expectations, and 1ID Commanders Safety Policy.

It is important to point out that you are probably a member of several teams.  Your team at work, your family team, your team of friends, and your team of those you know in any organization in which you are active.  When you expand your awareness to the point of watching out for the safety of each member of these teams, the BIG RED ONE safety record is bound to improve  - dramatically!
