FIRE PREVENTION





1. Are warning signs posted at fuel storage site? ( no smoking within 50 feet)





2. Is a serviceable ABC fire extinguisher present? Are fire extinguisher inspections logged monthly?





3. Are fuel cans stored properly? (4 or more fuel cans 50 feet away from any potential fire hazard or structure) (less than 4  fuel cans as a minimum 5 feet away from any structure)

5. Are fuel cans properly marked with type of fuel? (3 inch black letters) 





6. Are soldiers cooking in tents/ work areas?





7. Are lights and electrical devices turned off when not in use?





8. Are soldiers smoking in tents/ work areas?





9. Is fuel or propane stored in tents/ work areas?





10. Are two serviceable 10lb fire extinguishers present in living tents? Are fire extinguisher inspections logged monthly? (Class ABC- Heater) , (Class A-No heater)





10 Are serviceable class ABC 5lb fire extinguishers present in work areas? Are fire extinguisher inspections logged monthly?

BURN BARRELS

4. Are individuals using the proper PPE during use? (goggles and gloves)





HEATERS





1. Are only approved heaters being utilized?





2. Are 3’x 3’ metal drip pans filled with dirt placed underneath the heater? 





3. Is a serviceable class ABC fire extinguisher present and inspections logged monthly?





4. Is a suitable drip pan placed underneath the fuel source to prevent ground contamination?





5. Is a fireguard present while heaters are in operation?

5. Is the radiation danger area roped off a minimum of 15 feet?





6. Are living tents and structures a safe distance from mast antennas?
