AUTHORIZED SWIMMING AREAS

WITHIN THE 280th BSB SCHWEINFURT

a.  All swimming pools are authorized swimming areas.

b.  Unless specifically placed off limits, all ocean and sea borders are approved, provided that a lifeguard is on duty.

c.  All other bodies of water, to include lakes, rivers, streams, ponds, and quarries are off limits, unless specifically designated as a swimming area.  In the Schweinfurt area, there is no authorized swimming area with the exception of the swimming pools (see list below).
d.  Boating, to include windsurfing, requires the use of approved life preservers.  In the Schweinfurt area, only Lake Ellertshausen or Lake Horhausen are authorized for windsurfing.  For other lakes or rivers outside of Schweinfurt area, the local rules concerning the use of boats or surfboards on the water must be followed.

e.  Scuba diving is only authorized in organized and approved diving clubs or -schools (US or German), provided the club diving rules are followed.

f.  It is additionally emphasized that sponsors are responsible for informing their family members of the authorized and unauthorized areas in the vicinity of Schweinfurt and Bad Kissingen.

SCHWEINFURT AREA:
a.  The outdoor city pools:  Gerolzhofen, Schweinfurt Sommerbad, Volkach.

b.  The indoor pools:  Schweinfurt:  Ernst Sachs Bad (Jaegersbrunnen), Kerschensteiner Schule (school).  Werneck, Schonungen, Schwebheim, Gochsheim, Gerolzhofen, Sennfeld, and Dittelbrunn.

BAD KISSINGEN:

a.  The outdoor city pool located in Bad Kissingen Ballingheim.
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b.  The indoor pools located in 2002 Hotel, Sonnenhuegel Hotel (Reiterswiesen), and Hallenbad Salinenstrasse.
