•Adult ticks have eight legs
•Tick’s body is also fused into a single region instead of having a head,thoracic, and abdominal regions typical of other insects.

•Two distinguishable families of of ticks:(1) hard ticks, which have smooth skin and  an apparent head; (2) the soft tick with tough leathery pitted skin and no distinct head.•Hard ticks- most commonly found in woodlands and most commonly associate our tick-born diseases. 
Known Areas of Tick Problems
Victory Drive, Skyline/Helipad, Richthofen

May be reduced by removing leaf litter, brush- and wood-piles 
around houses and at the edges of yards, 

and by clearing brush to admit more sunlight.

Lyme Disease

•Causative agent is the spirochete bacteria: Borrelia burgdorferi
 - Lyme disease most often presents with a characteristic "bull's-eye" rash.

· 20% of ticks in Germany carry the Lyme disease.

SYMPTOMS
Most apparent and common symptoms of Lyme disease, occurring in 50-65 percent of the cases, is a rash around the site of the tick bite.
•Rash appears within 3 days to 3 weeks after the bite.

•Expands in a ring or bull’s eye pattern, with the center area clear.

•Complaints of flu-like symptoms, such as chills, fever, headache, and extreme fatigue.

PREVENTION
•Wear clothing properly.
•Blouse or tuck your uniform legs into your boots and wear your sleeves down.

•Civilians should tuck their pant legs into their socks, and their shirt into their pants.

•Light colored clothing makes it easier to spot ticks.

•Use a buddy and routinely check for ticks every few hours or as often as needed.

•After returning from a field area, remove clothing and check your body carefully.

•Pay special attention to hairy or warm, moist parts of the body.

•Apply insect repellents containing DEET
Once Bitten
•If you find a tick embedded in your skin, don’t squash or burn it.
•Use tweezers to grasp the ticks mouth parts as close to the skin as possible, and pull it straight outward.

•Pull slowly, firmly, and steadily. Because a tick’s central mouthparts are long and covered with barbs, it can be difficult to remove. Be patient.
•Prompt and careful removal of attached ticks greatly reduce the possibility of obtaining a tick borne disease.

•Wash bite site and apply an antiseptic.

•Save the tick in alcohol or freeze it in a pill vial or plastic bag in case symptoms appear and identification of the tick becomes necessary.

•If symptoms do appear, seek medical attention immediately.

CHILD SUPERVISION POLICY
Child Supervision Policy: The USAREUR Child-supervision policy is consistent with AR 608-18 and DA Child and Youth Services (CYS) policy.  The USAREUR Child supervision policy is based on a child’s grade in school, not a child’s age.  In all cases, parents are responsible for assessing the individual capabilities of their children, especially if the children have special needs, before deciding on appropriate supervision options.
